e This is most basic notion of current Korean ECEC policy
implementation. But what we need now may not be the
quantitative expension of spending, rather how to ensure the
efficiency and the financial sustainability, especially how to bond
social consensus in building, extending, and prioritizing the public
spending to what aspects of ECEC content is crucial.

[J Relaxing the price ceilings and entry barriers for child care to
promote quality, and assuring parents’ affordability of quality service
with sufficient subsidies.

e At this point the relaxing the price ceilings seems to be quite
hurried, untimely guidelines, because Korean ECEC arena has
structural weakness of unbalanced institutional ratio between public
and private sectors. Current kindergarten already has higher price
range compared to child care prices, and the third sector
-hagwon’s high price with commercially customized service is
already powerfully in operation at Korea. This suggestion might
conflict with the major premise of ensuring equity and accessibility
for all children.

[J Setting up the integrated system of accreditation, monitoring, and
information common to both kindergartens and child care services
e This is the most desirable integration strategies to reach the ECEC
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development and be the most desirable plans for gradual, but
practical integration of ECEC. Of course the common standards and
regulations of  staff qualification, and the legal and institutional
differences and gaps such as staff-child ratios, group sizes, and
wages, have the priority of all kinds of ECEC policy issues. This
will  delivers Korea unique ECEC integration strategies and
achievement.
