Publications
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It offers research results to support ECEC policy making. 66 kinds of
reports are published in 2012, totaling 240 research reports and source
books since 2006.

It presents analyses and counter-plans for upcoming issues on ECEC.

As an approved journal of the National Research Foundation of Korea, it is
published semi-annually. As an academic journal for experts, it deals
with political issues and focuses on preschool children.

It specially covers early childhood education and childcare policy and is
published semi-annually. Written only in English, it is jointly published
with the National Institute for Early Education Research of Rutgers
University, New Jersey USA.

It contains two major sections. One is ‘focus’ which analyzes political
tasks on childcare and the other is ‘trend’ which deals with ECEC policy
trends.

Dealing with current ECEC issues, it offers prompt, practical, and
political guides. Careful consideration is made to make it accessible
to the public as well as experts on a monthly basis.

It is a sourcebook to analyze up-to-date global trend on ECEC. Currently
twelve series are being published including Japan(L,II), Sweden,
Australia, UK, USA, Canada, Finland, France, New Zealand, German,
and Taiwan.

Panel Study on Korean Children

Panel Study on Korean Children, a longitudinal study, focuses on investigating
early childhood and their surrounding environment by tracking development from birth
and examining developmental needs at each growth stage, the mental characteristics
of parents, the current status of child-rearing, and the work of child-rearing support
agencies. Panel data is provided via open access.
